The Yakama Nation is comprised of 14 tribes and bands, “the Kah-milt-pah, Klickitat, Klinquit, Kow-was-say-ee, Li-ay-was, Oche-chotes, Palouse, Pisquose, Se-ap-cat, Shyiks, Skinpah, Wenatshapam, Wishram, and Yakama.*”   Currently, representatives of these tribes make up the Yakama Tribal Council; any enrolled member over the age of 18 are members of the general council.
